2. Compare the values of pre-classical Greece, as reflected in the archaeological evidence from Minoan and Mycenean civilization and from Homer’s Iliad and Odyssey, with the values of classical Athens, as reflected in the works of Thucydides and Plato and classical Athenian art and drama.  How are they similar? In what respects do they differ? Why and how do you think these similarities and difference occur?
