I. INTRODUCTION PARAGRAPH

Although, (whatever subject you’re writing about) is (whatever the viewpoint is on the subject you’re writing about), (an opposing viewpoint (different from the first one you made) of the subject – this should be the main idea to you essay) by (topic/grouping of first body paragraph), (topic/grouping of second body paragraph), and (topic/grouping of third body paragraph).

A. Topic/Group introduced as an overall connection to your thesis above.
B. Use of one of the documents, supporting your thesis

a. REMEMBER: do not simply repeat document

b. You must Show how you understand it

c. Link the document to the thesis to make a clear understanding 

C. Detail a Point of View from this Document 

a. EXAMPLE: The perspective of (detail from document) is (whatever reason you have for that perspective). They have this point of view because… (detail why you think they have this view).  

D. Repeat step B. to add any other documents within this grouping.
